Region, in Tanzania. The length of the pipeline is 1,443 km, 
of which 296 km will be in Uganda.  In Uganda the pipeline 
will traverse ten (10) districts comprising Hoima, Kikuube, 
Kakumiro, Kyankwanzi, Mubende, Gomba, Sembabule, 
Lwengo, Rakai, and Kyotera.
